How can you get involved?  

  Unit One- Welcome To School
• Work on recognising, identifying sounds and 
name of the letters of the alphabet. 
• Learn school objects, people, activities and 
vehicles. 
• Work on identifying singular and plural.
• Work on using simple English phrases for 
everyday use. 
• Work on holding a pencil on a comfortable 
way. 
•Write letters and words on a straight line from 
left to right and know when to use capital 
letters. 

Unit Two- Family and Memories 

• Work on recognising, identifying sound, 
segmenting and blending phonemes in 
individual words. 

•Identity and remember high-frequency sound 
and letter patterns. 
•Learn about family members 
•Learn to express likes and dislikes. 
•Learn to use present simple 
•Learn to answer in full sentences.

Encourage your child to read and speak 
English as much as possible. Assist them with 
any difficulties they may be facing with letter, 
vocabulary or pronunciation. Encourage them 
to point out particular sounds and letters in 
reading.
